Presidents Report June 12, 2011

2011 Spring Reunion: The Spring Reunion was held Sunday, May 1. The 8:00 am registration
was in the band library, 9:00 am Rehearsal was at 120 Music Building, 12:00 pm luncheon at
Kellogg, and 3:00 pm concert at East Lansing High School. The ELHS venue was selected in
order to reduce the expense of renting Wharton or Fairchild, after a search by Bill Sachs with
help from Stacie Detgen and Bettie Elliott found nothing acceptable on campus. The cost for
use of the ELHS facility was between $410 (an estimate based on hours of use) and $510 (our
required deposit) We have not yet received an invoice. Required liability insurance was
investigated and purchased from the David Chapman Agency for $252 for the day. Thus, the
approximate cost totaled $662-5762. We had settled on using ELHS with an expected cost of
$800-$900. Our cost for Fairchild was estimated at $1400 and for Wharton $1800. Kevin
Sedatole moved the rehearsal from Dem Hall to 120 Music Building in order to have air
conditioning available in case the day was very warm. A big thanks to John Madden for hosting
the event. Written invitations to conduct were mailed to Ken Bloomquist, Dave Catron, John
Whitwell, Thad Hegerberg, Kevin Sedatole, John Madden, and Cormac Cannon on February 15.
Music was selected and programmed. Conducting assignments were determined by
conversations with the conductors, and John Madden’s help. Thanks to Emeritus conductors
Ken Bloomquist and Dave Catron for coming back to conduct. It was great to have them back
on the podium. John Whitwell sent his regrets — he was inducted into the conductor’s hall of
fame in Texas the same day. Thank you to John Madden and Cormac Cannon for sharing their
conducting talents with us., and for their good nature in joining the percussion section for %,
“Beguine for Band.” Thank you to John Madden and Armand Hall*ormatting and printing the
printed program.
